Last week, the California Department of Education:
released what is known as the APl and AYP scores for
the 2010/2011 school year. The API is based on the-
scores of the California Standards test that is glven°
to students in grades 2-5 in the spring. Second:
through fifth grade students are tested in Languagef
Arts and Math, and in grade five, Science as well.:
Out of a possible score of 1000, Prestwood had a.
score of 819 points., and our APl remains the high-E
est in the district and in the top percentage in the:
state and county. This year, thanks to your contribu-f
tions to Prestwood Direct, we are able to continue:

45-50 minutes, 4 days per week. This will allow
teachers to differentiate instruction, work in smaller
groups, and give students individual attention. Alt-
hough budget cuts affected the amount of hours
that we were able to hire our intervention teachers,
Mrs. Vallee and Mrs. Pharo, they remain on staff to
work with our students who are needed smaller,
more intensive reading instruction.

I am really looking forward to seeing all of you at the
Family Carnival on September 9™ Thanks again for
being such a supportive community.

Bicycle and Scooter Safety Rules

e Students must follow bike safety rules to and
from school. Parents will be notified if students
are not following these safety rules, and stu-
dents will have their bicycle privileges suspend-
ed.

During school hours, students must walk their
bikes/scooters on the school grounds and the
sidewalk area in front of the school.

Do not ride your bike through the middle of the
parking lot, front or back, especially near the
school bus. Please use the designated walk/bike
lane in front the cemetery fence.

Students must park and lock their bikes in the
designated bike rack areas only.

Student must obey all traffic safety laws and
rules to and from school.

All bicycles ridden to and parked at Prestwood
School must be registered with the Sonoma Val-
ley Police Department to reduce the threat of
theft and to assist in their recovery should they
be lost or stolen.

Rules of the Road:

e Helmets must be worn at all times.
Always stop at the stop signs
Ride with the automobile traffic, not against it.

Keep as close to the right side of the road as
possible.

Ride solo and single file, never side by side.
Please obey the crossing guard!
